Acknowledge your faults [your brokenness] to one -
another; then pray for each other so you may [both] be healed.” ~]ame5 5:16

One day a certain woman accused of adultery was brought to Jesus by a
mob carrying stones for her execution (John 8:1-11); but with one sentence
Jesus leveled the playing field. By dropping their stones, they all
acknowledged their brokenness. That part was good...but then they all
left! That day in Jerusalem, although everyone tacitly acknowledged their
brokenness, only one found healing, the one who stayed with Jesus.

Another time, another woman of dubious reputation met Jesus at a well
(John 4). When she realized she was face to face with the Great Healer, she
ran into town and told everyone. That day a whole Samaritan town came
to Jesus and found healing.

Last October when we started our Celebrate Recovery Step Studies at
Canyon Church, as many as 24 people mustered the courage to humble
themselves before the Lord and one another while seeking healing for
various hurts, habits and hang-ups. We had nothing to offer them but
Christ. Some didn’t stay; others had to leave before the studies were over
for one reason or another; but at the final tally, we had this testimony: that
by acknowledging their brokenness to one another, praying for one
another, and seeking the Lord’s face together, 18 of those people
completed the study and experienced dramatic improvements
in their relationship with Jesus Christ, and through that relationship
they received significant healing from pamful life experiences, broken
relationships, addictions, and other very human maladies and conditions.

Enclosed with this bulletin is one of their personal testimonies.
May it encourage you - to God be the glory!

Now that the Step Studies are over, we’re taking a short break. Then, on
August 16 we plan to resume our Celebrate Recovery meetings.
We will meet every Thursday night at 6:30 in Room 406 of the Education
Building where we expect to continue to enjoy the healing ministry of our
Lord. Everyone is encouraged to join us as we resume our journey with
the Great Healer, Jesus.

“Celebrate Recovery (CR)
has changed my life. Before
_ CR, emotional pain and
Ml |)idden sccrets were making
me sick. Something prevented me from being what I really wanted to
be. I struggled with issues from divorce, co-dependency,
depression, and resentment from an abusive childhood. I
asked God to help, and He gave me something to do - I joined CR to
hear God. I used to think God was ignoring me; now I know
God is with me, even in my darkest moments.

TESTIMONIES

CR members agree to strict confidentiality. We need each other.
With my CR fellowship of trusted Christians, I found the courage to
confront old hurts and stop blaming others. One step in my recovery is
to take responsibility to work with God to fix my mistakes to replace
guilt with self-worth. I know I can’t go back and fix everything I have
done wrong, but some things I can.

Someone in my past mistreated me, so I felt justified in having a bad
temper, holding grudges, and checking out. With low self-esteem, I
felt I had to be the best at everything and was never good
enough. I began to see how these feelings and habits affected others. I
decided my family and friends deserve the best version of me.

I inventoried specific hurts and began to forgive my enemies while
keeping healthy boundaries. This is a powerful step. I use genuine
faith in God as I apply the information in the CR lessons. Running
from my problems never solves them. I know I'm not tied to old hurts
that led me to bad habits and character defects. The CR healing
process takes the power away from the devil to torment me so I can
get on with the life God has for me, my true life. My strong CR
relationships are rewarding as I continue to work my recovery. This is
the reason I am a grateful member of the CR family.”
